Welcome to Law Enforcement and Homeland Security.  As a recent retired law enforcement officer with a local police department in the Northern Virginia area, I have over 34 years of police experience, including spending the last four years commanding the Department’s Homeland Security Section.  I was one of many first responders on September 11, 2001, at the Pentagon.  I look forward to sharing my knowledge and experience as well as inviting subject matter experts in the field of homeland security and intelligence to share their stories and promote classroom discussions.  
Course Description and Learner Objectives
Recommended Prerequisite:  CRIM 100         Credits:  3

The class will examine the effects of September 11, 2001, on law enforcement organizations in the United States and explore the evolving relationships between the military, federal, state and local law enforcement agencies in the post September 11, 2001 era.  Emphasis will be on understanding the entire framework of homeland security in the United States and the unique issues faced by local law enforcement.  This course will help you to define terrorism, understand its history, both internationally and domestically, and the role of Homeland Security.   The course will be divided up into four parts:
Part 1 will examine terrorism, its definition, history, tactics, various types of terrorism, and gender roles and tactics.  
Parts 2 and 3 will touch on international terrorism; the national and ethnic movements along with ideological and religious movements.     

Part 4 will focus on domestic terrorism and Homeland Security; its organization, constitutional issues and the future of law enforcement and homeland security.    

Nature of Course Delivery:  

This course is structured around chapter readings, classroom discussion of those readings, guest practitioners in the field of law enforcement intelligence, tests, and a group “teach back” assignment.  Learning will be reinforced through outside assignments on each chapter to include videos, additional readings and practice exams.

Extra credit opportunities will be subject to instructor’s guidelines and will be explained further in class.
