Overview: Supervision, consultation, and interprofessional/interdisciplinary interaction are integral activities of health service psychology. Supervision involves the mentoring and monitoring of trainees and others in the development of competence and skill in professional practice and the effective evaluation of those skills. Supervisors act as role models and maintain responsibility for the activities they oversee. Consultation and interprofessional/interdisciplinary skills are reflected in the intentional collaboration of professionals in health service psychology with other individuals or groups to address a problem, seek or share knowledge, or promote effectiveness in professional activities. The purpose of this course is to offer advanced graduate students in health service psychology a foundation in supervision, consultation, and interprofessional/interdisciplinary knowledge and skills. Students will also learn about areas essential to the competent practice of supervision and consultation, including 
the ability to conduct professional activities with: sensitivity to human diversity; ethical and legal standards; professional values and attitudes; self-awareness, self-reflection, and self-care; and relationships (e.g., communication and interpersonal skills; acceptance/use of supervision/feedback).
This course will utilize several modes of learning, including readings, lecture, discussion, review of video/audiotapes, homework, role-plays, experiential learning in supervision and consultation, and receipt of supervision of experiential learning activities. 
The two experiential activities include supervision of second year doctoral students and a group consultation project*, both under my supervision. Each aspect of the coursework facilitates the development of competency in supervision, consultation, and interprofessional skills.

Course Requirements and Grading: 
Class Participation: This course is a doctoral seminar in which active participation is expected. To be an active participant, you must attend class, read all assigned material, and ask questions as needed to improve understanding and/or application of the readings. For most classes, you will also be asked to prepare questions or comments for discussion (1 question/comment per reading) to present in class. For two classes, you will be asked to prepare summaries and questions for each reading and to lead group discussion of readings (Assignment 1). In addition, you will be expected to participate in in-class exercises and group supervision.
Experiential Supervision of Graduate Students: You will follow one clinical case of a second year student in the Cognitive-Behavioral Therapy for Youth Course. You will be asked to listen to/watch all session recordings that occur during the fall semester. For each session, you will prepare a brief write-up of key areas you would discuss in supervision with this student if you were the supervisor. You will also attend CBT for youth from 10:30am-12:10pm on Mondays and will listen to the instructors provide group supervision of cases, including the case you are following.  
You will be asked to meet with your second year student two times to provide supervision. This supervision will be limited to activities that the official supervisor tells you to do (typically role plays of key skills). The first supervision session will include role plays of the intake session (or other session that the CBT for Youth instructor or student chooses). The second supervision session will include role plays of a key skill that is tailored to the supervisee’s client’s needs (determined by the CBT for Youth instructors and/or students). Before each supervision session, you will send an email to your supervisee that will include a brief description of the content of each supervision session. You will record these supervisory sessions and prepare a brief self-assessment of your performance (Assignment 2), due by 9am the day you will be getting supervision of supervision. You will share the recordings with me (and present clips of them in class) for supervision of your supervision. And we will discuss your experiences in supervising together in class as a group. You are expected to apply knowledge and skills learned in class to this experience.
Consultation Project: You will, together, complete one group consultation project under my supervision (Assignment 3).
*Or, you will observe and write an individual paper on consultation liason. 

If you do the group project: You will meet with the consultee to discuss the project, select and conduct the appropriate means of assessment and associated work to answer the referral question, communicate consultation findings via a presentation or written document that will be delivered to the consultee (depending on their preferences/needs) and to me, and prepare a self-assessment of your performance. You are expected to apply knowledge and skills learned in class to this experience.
